About Us

Our goal is to make quality child care available to mili-
tary members and Department of Defense employees so
that they may successfully perform their mission duties
knowing their children are cared for in a safe, healthy
and loving environment. The Family Child Care (FCC)
program is designed to provide an alternative to center-
based care with flexible hours and small groups in home
-like settings. Our program also offers an opportunity
for spouses to contribute to the family income while
caring for children at home.

Affiliation of Off-Base Homes

Affiliated providers offer care off-base and have the
same opportunities for training and the use of the Re-
source Center, which are provided to licensed providers
if they are willing to provide care for at least one child
eligible to be served by on-base FCC. The FCC staff
will conduct all of the required inspections of affiliated
homes. Individuals who are spouses of active duty or
retired members may be licensed by the local authorities
and must meet the same qualifications for becoming
licensed on-base.

Hours & Fees

Hours of operation and fees charged by each FCC pro-
vider are a matter of private negotiation between the
provider and the parents, unless the provider is subsi-
dized.

DoD & NACCRRA Child Care

Partnership
The National Association of Child Care resource and
Referral Agencies (NACCRRA) works with the DoD to
help military families find and afford child care that
suits their unique needs.

Hourly Child Care

This program offers parents more flexibility with
additional hours of operation including odd hour
care, evening, weekend and/or overnight care.

Full Time, Part-day, Before &
After School Care

Subsidy Program
This program allows parents to utilize a FCC home
and pay the same weekly fee they would be
charged for child care in the CDC or School-Age
Program. The amount offset by Air Force is based
on the type of care provided, age of the child and
the provider’s license status. The Chief, Family
child Care calculates parent fees by using DoD
guidelines on Total Family Income. This program
is only available at bases where there is a CDC
waiting list. Check with the Chief, Family Child
Care for availability.

Child Care for Volunteers
The AFAS provides up to $1,000 per month to
pay child care expenses in AF licensed or affiliated
FCC homes for volunteers engaged in supporting
programs that benefit the AF community. This
funding supports as many volunteers at various
base agencies as possible. This program is not in-
tended for volunteers in resale (Thrift Shop), fund
raising or social activities.

Extended Duty Care Program

This program enables families to obtain high quality
child care from licensed or affiliated providers when
weekly parental workloads, due to longer duty
hours, exceed their typical 50 hour child care ar-
rangements. Child care provided is for non-
traditional hours (ex. evenings and weekends) at no
additional costs to parents. The EDC Initiative also
helps parents when child care is not available. Other
approved use includes spouses of deployed or TDY
members needing child care created in part by ab-
sence of spouse, as well as FCC providers that have
medical appointments or need substitute care on a
limited basis.

Returning Home Care
Active duty, Air National Guard and Air Force re-
serve members returning to their home station after
deployments of at least 30 calendar days or person-
nel who routinely deploy on a short-term basis
(cumulative of 30 days in a six-month period) in
support of contingency operations, will receive 16
hours of child care per child (12 years and under)
free. Child care is offered in the EDC homes. Each
member may use no more than 16 hours of care per
child per six-month period.

10 STEPS TO BECOMING A
LICENSED FCC HOME

1) Complete an Air Force Form 1928,
Family Child Care Application.

2) Records screening approved by Security
Forces, Life Skills, Family Advocacy,
Housing & OSI.

3) An Interview with all family members.

4) Complete Family Child Care Orientation
training.

5) Obtain a valid Health Care & Food
Handler’s certificate.

6) Complete First Aid & CPR.

7) Pass home inspections by Fire, Safety,
Military Public health & Family Child
Care.

8) Fulfill minimum liability insurance
requirements.

9) Family Child Care reviews and selects
those best qualified to become providers
and forwards recommendations to the
7th Mission Support Group Commander.

10) Telephone notifications to prospective
provider of the Family Child Care
Panel’s decision.

Types of Care

Child Care for PCS Program

This program was developed to help relieve some
of the stress felt by families in the process of a
PCS move. The Air Force Aid Society (AFAS)
pays up to 20 hours of child care (per child) in li-
censed FCC homes on-base or in AF affiliated
homes off-base. Air Force families with PCS or-
ders can obtain a Child Care for PCS Certificate at
the base Relocation Office in the Airman and Fam-
ily Readiness Center. Families can receive a cer-
tificate at both the base from which they are de-
parting and at their new base. Certificates are
good only at the base where they are issued
(unused hours do not transfer from one base to an-
other). Families must use the 20 hours of child
care within 60 days before the family’s departure
from base, and 60 days after arriving at the new
base. This program is open to all ranks unless
there is a shortage of child care providers at the
base, in which case priority will be given to junior
ranking personnel.
